The comSPECTOR can be used to inspect electrical and optical serial interfaces
(RS232). The integrated display shows the received data both in HEX format and plain
text. Additionally, the device can be used to convert optical RS232-signals to electrical
signals and vice versa. The optional analog optical input enables you to easily
measure the attenuation of optical fibers. That way, you can find out, if optical fibers
or its connectors are damaged.

With its integrated battery and small dimensions, the comSPECTOR is fit for mobile
use during maintenance and installation.
